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1. Talented Athlete Fund – Progress to date

Derbyshire Sport is committed to supporting governing bodies in the development of performance sport in the county, through 3 key developments - providing direct support to athletes, enhancing the performance environment and developing performance coaches. The direct support to athletes is through the Derbyshire Talented Athlete Fund. 

In 2007/08, public and private sector organisations came together to provide over £30,000 to provide bursaries to identified athletes.

are now being taken and full infromation is available below, the closing The fund supported 76 athletes in the last year.  Every one of these performers is either already competing for England or Great Britain, or has the potential to do so within the next 18 months. Although they are all competing at a high level, none of the performers are receiving lottery funding and so they have really welcomed the support they have received through the Derbyshire Talented Athlete fund.

2. 2009 nomination and application process 

Derbyshire Sport will be welcoming nominations for athletes to be supported , the closing date for nominations to be submitted via the BCU is 22nd October 2009. 

1. Athletes must live or compete within the Derbyshire

2. Be identified as either currently competing for England or Great Britain or be twelve to eighteen months away from representing England or Great Britain or being offered a contract within a professional sports club.

3. Athletes must not be in receipt of lottery funding or TASS or have a contract with a professional sports club.

Derbyshire Sport has agreed with each of the 25 governing bodies, the point in the player pathway where athletes are most likely to be supported through this fund.  The details of this for each sport are presented on the web site. ( HYPERLINK "http://" www.derbyshiresport.co.uk/talented-athlete-fund)
There is no minimum or maximum age but nominations should only be made for performers who have the potential to compete for England or Great Britain (or a professional club academy) within the next 12-18 months (So for example if England representation begins at 16 years, nomination for a 12 year old is unlikely to receive support)
